The clemency of the weather has allowed the
school to function close to normally; there have
been no days where the school has been closed by
heavy snowfall. Recesses have frequently been
out of doors, so excess energy has been released.

It presented the dangers
and disasters befalling victims and culprits of

drunk driving, with information about how to be
responsible for your safety, and for the safety of
others. On a related topic there is a warning from
the police that accidents to pedestrians are on the
increase. Please warn your children to be alert
on, and particularly off the sidewalk. MP3's and
cell phones can both act as a distraction, and can
muffle the warning sounds of traffic. Although
pedestrians often have the right of way, not all
drivers give it to them.

The last chapel of the semester for the high
school gave a number of students an opportunity
to talk about their own journey. It was inspiring
to be called to give up resentment because God
requires it, to learn how to deal with the death of
a friend, and to hear honest thoughts about failure
and the possibilities of rebuilding a stronger faith
as a result.
