Our New Name

The new name we have chosen for our school
is Signet Christian School. A few people
have asked what Signet means. The
significance of this name is more in its
associations than in its meaning. The word
signet is an abbreviation for the signet ring.
The owner of a signet ring used the ring as a
mark of his authority and his approval. The
signet ring was considered to be both
valuable and powerful. It was often an
expensive piece of jewelry, and it carried the
authority of the owner. In Haggai 2:23 God
likens Zerubbabel to a signet (ring) because
He considered Zerubbabel both valuable and
powerful, and He had chosen him. We
believe God has chosen our school to be used
for his purposes, and the name Signet
indicates the value of our community in
God’s sight. Another aspect is that a signet
ring was used to make an impression of itself
in wax or clay. It is important that at Signet
Christian School we impress the features of
our Lord Jesus on the students and staff of the
school.

Future Aces

We had a presentation from Future Aces, an
organization dedicated to encouraging all
students to reach their future potential. The
creed of Future Aces was developed by Herb
Carnegie after he was refused entry to the
NHL because he was black, and yet he was
convinced that this set back would not
prevent him from being successful. He
dedicated his life to helping young people,
and his daughter now promotes his
foundation.

FUTURE reminds us that we should all be growing.
ACES reminds us to be our best, but it is also an
acronym to remind us that we need a good Attitude, we
need to Cooperate, we need to set a good Example, and
we need to be of Service to others.
